
Report of the Synodical Women of the ELCA

2009 was the second year of the Women of the ELCA’s 8th Triennium, the theme being “COME TO THE WATERS.”  All of the programming during the year was based on this theme.

Delegates from the congregational units met in convention on May 29 & 30, 2009 at Indiana State University, Indiana  PA.  The convention with the theme, “Let Justice Roll on Like a River” was chaired by Helen Bash.   Pauline Stover was elected president and Hellen Wescoat was reelected treasurer.  New board members elected were Donna Gregor, Rev. Mary Houck, and Lori Nowacki.  They joined board members Helen Bash and Marty Johnson.  Marnie Brown continued to serve as secretary.
